The Purpose
The Intramural Program is designed to provide students with a flexible, yet structured, environment in which to participate in a variety of athletic-type activities. The program is operated in league and tournament format with various divisions including men’s, women’s, open, and co-recreational teams. Individuals and teams must register to participate. The program is open to all students, faculty, and staff.
Eligibility
1. Must be faculty, staff, or currently enrolled student at California University of Pennsylvania. 
2. Intercollegiate players are ineligible to participate in tournament of their sport.
a)  An intercollegiate player is designated as any NCAA student who dresses and/or has played in one game including exhibition during the current school year.
b) This rule does not apply to Club Sport participants.
3. A varsity athlete who has completed their four years of eligibility may participate in a league of their varsity sport the following year.
a) Only two (2) ex-varsity player is eligible per team in league of their varsity sport. 
4. Only students enrolled at California University of Pennsylvania may participate in extramural trips.
a) The Assistant Director of Recreational Services has the right to reject any students participating in extramural trips for any reason he or she deems permissible.
5. Intramural staff may delegate a loss for any team using an ineligible player. (See Forfeits) 
How to Enter a Tournament/ League
1. Have team captain create team under desired sport(s) via www.imleagues.com.
2. Each player must complete and submit their own registration using their campus e-mail (@calu.edu)
a) Each player must agree to the terms and conditions, be eligible (see eligibility), and agree to the waivers terms.
3. See specific sports for entry information.
4. Certain leagues and tournaments must have a minimum amount of teams/ players or the athletic event will be canceled.
5. Team name must be appropriate according to the University’s Code of Conduct policy.
Entry Forms
1. Number of players: See tournament information for minimum players to be listed. 
2. First and last names, e-mail address, cell phone number (team captains), and Cal Card numbers must be provided.
3. Rosters can be adjusted two (2) weeks after the first game. No further changes will be allowed after that time. Note: This allows teams to delete/add names and make any other corrections between this time period. 
4. A player may only be listed on one (1) roster for their respective sport. 
Captain's Meetings
1. Each team is responsible to have an individual attend the pre-tournament/ pre-season meeting. 
2. One captain's meetings will be held for each sport: The team captain or team representative (who is on the teams’ official roster) must be present. 
3. Meetings are held for the purpose of information, dissemination, rules review, discussion of schedules, answering questions, and receiving feedback and input from participants.
Protests
1. Protests are only accepted for: 
a) Misinterpretation of a playing rule.
b) Player eligibility.
2. A call or no call can’t be appealed or protested. This is a judgment call and the officials’ decision stands.
3. Protest must be submitted in writing within 24 hours of contest being played to the Assistant Director of Recreational Services by the team captain (for team sports) or individual participant (for individual and dual sports).
4. To avoid protests: Talk to officials prior to the game.
5. Use of ineligible player is automatic loss of game. 
6. After a team has been warned on use of ineligible player, the Assistant Director of Recreational Services may declare a loss for team using an ineligible and may remove the entire team from the league. 

Forfeits
1. A legal team is one (1) less than required number of players on the court/field at game time. There is a grace period of ten (10) minutes but point bonuses will be awarded to the team with the required number of players. If both teams agree prior to the start of the game in presence of officials to play each other with less than legal number, the game will stand. 
2. If a team forfeits twice in a season, the team will be eliminated from tournament and automatically disallowed from playoffs. 
a) Exception: If the team notifies the Intramural coordinator (4149) at least one day in advance that they 
will not be attending schedule game so that the opposing team can be called and notified. 
b) The game will count as a loss but team will not be removed from league play.
3. Each forfeit will count as a (-1) per game on the overall point system.
Playoffs
1. Point system
1. Win: 3 points
2. Tie: 1 point (only used if game becomes unplayable)
3. Loss: 0 points
4. Forfeit: -1 point
2. Win-loss records are used to determine playoff teams. 
3. Who beat who during league play will determine playoff position in case of a tie. 
4. Check specific tournament page (www.imleagues.com) for playoff schedule.
5. Locations and playing conditions may change for playoff/ championship game(s).
Awards
1. A predetermined number of T-shirts are awarded to the winner of each tournament. 
Officials
1. Official calls are final. 
2. There will be zero tolerance for arguing, harassing officials or questioning official's calls. Player first offense: ejection from game. Player second offense: suspension for remainder of season. 
3. Only field/court captains may call a time out to converse with officials if there is a problem. This does NOT mean that captains may stop games continuously to question calls. 
4. If there is a problem with officials, captains should talk to the Assistant Director of Recreational Services. 
5. It is the responsibility of the players to know the rules. Officials may clarify rules but it is not their job to teach them. 
Player Conduct
1. No alcohol on the fields or courts by players or spectators. 
2. No cars, motorcycles, or unauthorized vehicles on the fields at anytime. 
3. No fighting or harassment of officials. (See Zero Tolerance Policy under Officials # 2) 
4. Unsportsmanlike conduct will result in immediate ejection of player(s) from the game, cause loss of game and/or result in suspension of a team or player from further intramural participation. 
5. Penalties for unsportsmanlike conduct determined by the recreational sports staff.
6. The use of profanity or obscene jesters will constitute as unsporting behavior and will be punished accordingly.
